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Dear Friends in Christ,

When you receive this pastoral letter, we will be getting ready to
celebrate the various and sometimes intricate liturgies of Holy Week
and Easter, including the procession of palms and the Passion Play,
Stations of the Cross, Tenebrae, Maundy Thursday and Good Friday,
and, of course, the most fabulous liturgy of them all—the Great Vigil
of Easter. So, let's get this straight—grown-ups come to a building
for a solid week and play act, act out—over and over again—a story
that happened 2,000 years ago? One of us (me) even gets to dress
up in gaudy purple and white costumes. We have special effects,
including the original theatrical smoke machine (incense). We ring
bells and light candles and play with other props and stuff. What the
heck is going on here?

The medievalist historian, Johann Huizinga, wrote a book about this
called HOMO LUDENS. Humans are mammals who love to play act.
In play, we leave “ordinary life” behind and “are bound by ties other
than those of logic and causality.” But this play is a very serious
business. We are using things like “dream, enchantment, ecstasy,
laughter” to imagine new worlds. We leave literal reality behind in
order to engage reality at a deeper level. Religion, like art or poetry,
is a touching of the emotional need for a world that works. It tells us
stories about our heroes and our personal human demons. It
confronts spiritual truths located beneath the banalities of literal
truth. Here we meet saviors, deaths that can redeem the suffering,
the eternal possibility of death to an old life and resurrection to a
new one.

In sermons and classes we then reflect on all this religious activity
and try to understand somewhat what it says to us about the
meaning of our lives, but a lot will remain indecipherable. We are
mysteries even to ourselves. We Christians are content to say that
all this ritual play has to do with our faith that God is love. Human
life can be redeemed only by love. Law is necessary too, but only as
the procedural of love. Ritual is acting love out—if it degenerates
into a sterile ritualism (i.e., ritual with the play-function subtracted),
then we get lost. We need reformation.
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So, I wish you a playful Holy Week and Easter. Jesus urges us to
come to church like little children (“unless you become as a child
you cannot enter the Kingdom of God”) and enter into the glorious
hope of a world made new by redemptive love. Have a most blessed
Holy Week and a truly joyful Easter.

March 13, 2006

! Financial—Beth Lashof reported and Chuck Eater confirmed that
February was not a good income month. Low offerings on two
Sundays resulted in expenses exceeding income by $1,818.62.
We still have a positive balance for the year of $2,276.

! Beth Lashof announced that she will resign as Financial Secretary
after ten years of serving in that position.

! Leadership of the Montgomery Village Foundation (MVF),
including President Keith Silliman, attended the CTS Council
meeting to express their strong commitment to create and
support a SHARP program for Watkins Mill High School students.
After co-signing a contract with a parent, the program provides a
place for students suspended for non-violent offenses to keep up
on their schoolwork. With CTS Council support, the MVF will work
with the County Council representative for our area to request
Montgomery County funding to begin SHARP at CTS in
September. CTS would provide space for up to eight students
Monday through Thursday and space for a desk and file cabinet
for the full-time director. Volunteer adults staff the program.
Council unanimously agreed that this program would be positive
community outreach and agreed that Barbara Harner would be
the CTS liaison.

! There will be five council positions to fill at the May
congregational meeting as well as a Financial Secretary.

! Council commended and thanked Mike Mayer for creating the
beautiful prie dieu which was blessed at the beginning of the Ash
Wednesday service.

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UGANDA

Once Called a Pearl of
Africa

Location, Climate,
Language, Religion,
Flag, Capital

The Republic of Uganda is a land-locked
equatorial country in East Africa, bordered by
Sudan to the north, Zaire to the west, Kenya
to the east and Rwanda, Tanzania and Lake
Victoria to the south. The climate is tropical,
with temperatures, moderated by the altitude
of the country, varying between 75 and 85
degrees. The official language is English and
there are many local languages, the most
important of which is Luganda. More than 60%
of the population follows Christian beliefs,
while about 10% are Muslims. The national
flag (proportions 3 by 2) has six horizontal
strips: black, gold, red, black, gold, and red.
In the center is a white disc containing a
crested crane. The capital is Kampala.

Political History Summary

Formerly a British protectorate, Uganda
became an independent member of the
Commonwealth on October 9, 1962. The name
Uganda came from the name Buganda which
is the largest region for the Baganda tribe.
After independence, Uganda became a
republic, with Sir Edward Muteesa II, Kabaka
(King) of Buganda, Leader of Kabaka Yeka
(KY) party elected as the first President.  Dr.
Milton Obote, the leader of Uganda People’s
Congress (UPC) party became the Prime
Minister. The country comprised of four
regions, Northern, Eastern, Western, and
central which was the kingdom of Buganda,
which had federal status. Executive power
remained with the Cabinet. In May 1966 Dr.
Obote, the Prime Minister, led a successful
coup against Sir Edward Muteesa, the
President and Kabaka of Buganda, using his
Army Major General Idi Amin, and Dr. Obote
became executive President. This is when the
instability, turmoil, and killings started.

A lot of people were killed, mostly from the
Baganda tribe, and I remember hearing guns
shooting for several days. We couldn’t go to
school for several days, many buildings were
destroyed, businesses and schools were
closed. When the schools reopened, I heard a
lot of stories, especially from the students
whose loved ones were killed.

In September 1967 a new Constitution was
introduced, establishing a unitary republic, and
Buganda was brought under the control of the
central government. After an assassination
attempt on President Obote, in December
1969, all opposition parties were banned.

President Obote was overthrown in January
1971 by his army commander Major-General
(later Field Marshal) Idi Amin Dada, who
assumed full executive powers and suspended
political activity. The National Assembly was
dissolved in February, when Amin declared
himself Head of State, took over legislative
powers and suspended parts of the 1967
Constitution. Obote took refuge in Tanzania. In
August 1972 Amin, proclaiming an “economic
war” to free Uganda from foreign domination,
undertook a mass expulsion of non-citizen
Asians (who comprised the majority of the
resident Asian population) and burned most
religious and non-profit organizations, thereby
incurring widespread international
condemnation.

Amin’s regime was characterized by the
ruthless elimination of suspected opponents,
mass flights of refugees to neighboring
countries, and periodic purges of the army
(which, in turn, perpetrated numerous
atrocities).

I left Uganda in 1973 for my safety. In
February 1977 the Anglican Archbishop of
Uganda and two government ministers were
murdered, arousing further world-wide
indignation. Relations within the East African
Community, comprising Uganda, Kenya and
Tanzania, deteriorated during the 1970s. In
early 1979 an invasion force consisting of
Tanzanian troops and Uganda exiles, gained
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control of the southern region of Uganda,
fighting to overthrow Idi Amin. Amin’s forces
capitulated, in spite of military aid and
reinforcements from Libya, and in April 1979 a
Tanzanian assault force entered Kampala. The
remaining pro-Amin troops were defeated in
June. Amin fled initially to Libya, and in 1980
found refuge in Saudi Arabia where he died
about two years ago.

A provisional government, the National
Executive Council (NEC), was established in
April 1979; a former vice-chancellor of
Makerere University, Mr. Lule, was appointed
as President. When Lule attempted to
reshuffle the NEC in June, opposition from
within NEC forced his resignation. Lule was
succeeded by Godfrey Binaisa (a former
Attorney-General), who was, in turn,
overthrown by the Military Commission. The
Military Commision set up an election in
December 1980 which was contested by four
parties and won by the UPC, with Obote the
first prime minister and again the first dictator,
still the UPC’s leader, becoming President for
the second time. The defeated parties
complained of gross electoral malpractice by
UPC supporters.

From February 1981 the Obote government
was subject to constant attack from guerrilla
groups operating inside the country. Hundreds
of President Obote’s opponents were
subsequently detained,
including Democratic Party
(DP) members of the National
Assembly, and several
newspapers were banned.
Following the withdrawal of
Tanzanian troops in June,
there were reports from the
West Nile Region of further
atrocities by Ugandan soldiers.
In January 1982 the Uganda
Popular Front was formed to
coordinate, from abroad, the
activities of the main
opposition groups in exile,
aiming to overthrow the Obote

Government. These groups were the Uganda
Freedom Movement (UFM), the Uganda
National Rescue Front, and the National
Resistance Movement (NRM), led by Lule and
his former Defense Minister, Yoweri Museveni.
The NRM had a military wing, the National
Resistance Army (NRA), which was led by
Museveni. (Lule died in 1985 whereupon
Museveni became sole leader of the NRM and
NRA.) During this period, Lorna’s mother was
killed and Lorna left Uganda with three of her
brothers.

In July 1985 President Obote was overthrown
in a military coup, led by Brig. (later Lt-Gen.)
Basilio Okello. Obote was subsequently
granted political asylum by Zambia and died in
2005. In June 1985 a report by the human
rights organization, Amnesty International,
had alleged that the security forces had been
responsible for the torture and murder of
thousands of civilians under the Obote
Government.

In January 1986 NRM led by Yoweri Museveni
overthrew Brig. General Okello’s government,
and on 29 January 1986 Museveni was sworn
in as President of Republic of Uganda. Mr.
Museveni has ruled Uganda for twenty years,
and his party (NRM) won the election last in
February 2006 which gives him another five
years in power.

Mr. Museveni has been credited for several
things, including fighting
HIV, security in some parties
of Uganda, and restoration
of the monarchies for
Buganda, Busoga, Bunyoro
and Toro. Some of the things
he has been discredited for
are: corruption, not
restoring the Monarchy for
Ankole, which is his home
area, a twenty-year war in
northern Uganda, and
changing the 1995
constitution to remove the
term limit to be a president.
